Teachers have
reportedly endorsed this proposal. Most WCMS students are enrolled in this
class for at least one trimester.

b. Lynn asked what activities will not be supported if this proposal is approved.
The mission of the PTSA was shared: “to impact all kids”

c. A PTSA line item was added to help support the 7" grade trip to International
Town. There is already a line item to help support the 8" grade trip to
Boondocks

d. John suggested waiting to make a decision until we get clarification on the

outcome of the magazine sales. Heather made a proposal to vote on the
$5,000 proposal in November; Bobbie moved to do so; Steven seconded this
motion.
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e. The PTSA operating balance should be $1,000. We have a $500 savings
account for scholarship awards; we hope to increase this to $750-$1,000
